Monday: 
If you are reading this, it’s likely you have experienced the saving grace of Jesus Christ.  
You know what it means to be forgiven and you have the hope of eternity.  Now start 
thinking of people you know who haven’t had this experience.  Study Romans 10:14-15 
this week and see how God gives you the courage to invite. 
  
Tuesday: 
So who will you invite?  Who has God placed around you that is looking to experience 
something great?  There are so many people, people you care about, who just need an 
invitation to be included in this incredible family.  Pray and ask God for the opportunity 
to invite people today! 
  
Wednesday: 
Our culture is so cynical—we don’t believe in anything.  Take a look at Matthew 18:1-4.  
Kids saw greatness in Joshua Bell.  Kids see greatness in Jesus.  Ask God to give us 
the eyes and hearts of children so we can all see it too. 
  
Maundy Thursday: 
Read the story of the Last Supper.  On the night He was arrested...Jesus chose to 
spend time with His closest friends.  These 12 guys meant so much to Him.  With whom 
would you choose to eat you “last supper”? 
  
Good Friday: 
Greatness was beaten.  Greatness was nailed to a cross. With many people looking on, 
greatness gave up its last breath and died.  And in the middle of all of that, greatness 
did its greatest thing:  “Father forgive them for they know not what they do.”  Heavenly 
Father, would you help us to have a fraction of Your greatness?  Would you help us to 
forgive those around us who just don’t know what they’re doing or what they’re missing? 
  
Saturday: 
Saturday was so awful for Jesus’ disciples.  This man they had believed in was gone.  
All hope had left with Him.  So many people around us have that same sense of 
hopelessness.  But we know that joy will come tomorrow morning!  Pray for those who 
need to know this joy, this hope.
