What does it mean to be a “fisher of men”? How do you think you might
have responded had you been fishing with these men and heard Jesus
direct this challenge to you? What does it mean for you to follow Jesus?

Tuesday: Matthew 28:19-20

Who has God put around you that doesn’t know Christ? What are some
specific ways you can reach out to those people and

disciple them through your example or your words?

Wednesday: Ecclesiastes 4:9-10

Everybody needs a Timothy: someone (or several someone’s) to disciple.
Who are you discipling? If you don’t have a Timothy, who could God be
leading you to help build a Christian mentorship with?

Thursday: Philippians 3:17

Everybody needs a Paul: someone to disciple you. Who is your Paul? If
you don’t have a disciple, who could God be leading to fill that place in your
Christian life? Pray that God provides an opportunity to start a discipleship
relationship soon.

Friday: 1 Peter 2:21

You are kaleo, or called by Christ to go and share the Good News with
others who don’t have a relationship with Him. How will you personally
answer His call to go make disciples?
